X-Rite and Pantone (herein collectively referred to as “X-Rite”) are providers of products to a world-wide customer base. The design, components, manufacturing processes and packaging utilized to produce these products must comply with global substance restrictions and reporting regulations.
This GPCSE document focuses on identifying those substance restrictions and reporting regulations which might reasonably be associated with the design, components, manufacturing processes and packaging utilized within X-Rite products. 
X-Rite’s procurement process and its Purchase Order Terms and Conditions (found at https://supplier.xrite.com) require that all Suppliers of parts and materials for use in X-Rite products and packaging will comply with the substance restriction and reporting requirements listed herein. Suppliers shall provide adequate substance disclosure information to confirm that the parts and materials they are providing meet all applicable regulations.  When requested, Suppliers also agree to communicate requested compliance information via X-Rite’s preferred materials compliance database manager Assent (www.assent.com).  Supplier agrees to respond to all relevant Assent campaigns so long as they are providing parts and materials to X-Rite.
Global materials regulations are subject to ongoing updates. Suppliers agree to proactively utilize the current GPCSE document (available at https://supplier.xrite.com) and all available data provided by Assent (www.assent.com) to ensure sustained compliance with all applicable regulations. 
Any exceptions to the requirements of this document must be clearly communicated to, and approved by, X-Rite prior to delivery of parts or materials to X-Rite.
Other regulatory compliance related requirements such as labeling, marking, material certifications, energy efficiency, emissions, etc. may also apply as separately requested by X-Rite.

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4. Instructions for Substance Declaration
The Substance Declaration Worksheet included below must be provided to X-Rite by all Suppliers in advance of Assent campaigns/requests.  These declarations must accompany any quotes or bids provided by Supplier to X-Rite for any new or changing parts or materials.  Once a Supplier has been selected to provide parts or materials to X-Rite, they will be transitioned to Assent to sustain materials compliance tracking moving forward.  These worksheets are not required after such time that Suppliers are actively engaged with Assent for relevant parts and materials.
1. The Substance Declaration Worksheet is to be completed in accordance with the then current GPCSE document (available at https://supplier.xrite.com) per the most current published regulations as outlined in Article 2 above.
2. Supplier shall provide company name, contact information and an authorized representative name and signature attesting that the information being provided is complete and accurate to the best of their knowledge as of the date entered.
3. Supplier shall include the X-Rite and Supplier part number for each part or material (or family of parts, if applicable).
4. Supplier shall list all known substance content/amount information for the part or material. 
5. Supplier shall include a Full Material Disclosure document (to 0.1% or greater resolution for all substances present), if available, for parts or materials being supplied.
6. Suppliers of X-Rite circuit board assemblies shall complete a Substance Declaration Worksheet for the assembly only (PCBA).
a. X-Rite typically requires specific components (i.e., manufacturer and manufacturer part number) to be used in the assembly. X-Rite maintains the compliance information for these components and as such they do not need to be individually included on this worksheet. Supplier can acknowledge this on the worksheet with a statement such as: “Components used in this assembly comply with the X-Rite Bill of Material and/or are X-Rite pre-approved alternates.”
b. Components, parts or materials used in the assembly that X-Rite has not specified are required to be entered on the Substance Declaration Worksheet and confirmed to be compliant by the Supplier.
7. Return the completed form to X-Rite Procurement/Requestor with all quote/bid documents.
8. Update and re-submit the Substance Declaration Worksheet any time:
a. Part or material changes occur, as approved by X-Rite, in advance of an Assent campaign
b. When new substance information becomes available
c. When a new GPCSE revision requires new disclosures
d. When a new regulation or revision requires new disclosures
9. Any non-compliance with GPCSE requirements may result in the part or material being deemed unfit for use by X-Rite. 
10. Following full production approval by X-Rite, future declaration requests will be managed by Assent.  Instructions will be provided directly to Supplier from Assent outlining how declarations are to be made via the Assent online portal.
